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are trained to execute special skills
and they are the profesional “upgrade” to
ordinary security workers at airports
responsible for setting the scene
if a real malicious radiological threat occurs

they need to have enough knowledge in
radiation protection in order to be able to act

properly

the threats situations are regarded as
accidental
describing the exposure burden and
occupational exposure limits

for the public
accidental situation and possible exposures
are compared with overall risk from any type
of accident that might occur during the flight
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
